From THE PASTOR: 

ADVENT 
As we find ourselves in Advent it is good to be aware 
that this season is one of preparation, a time to reflect 
prayerfully on the deeper meaning of Christmas.  It is 
somewhat difficult to do when we are surrounded by 
the frenetic pace of getting things done for the 
holiday: shopping, decorating, etc.  The challenge for 
conscientious Christian people is time, time to reflect 
and pray.  I sometimes think that we make the 
celebration of Christmas more important that 
Christmas itself.  In the event of the Nativity we are a 
people of gratitude, that the God who created the 
universe and holds it in existence, is not a God who is 

distant, but who chose to become one of us.  God 
chose to become a part of creation and to know what 
it is to be human and then lift us to the divine.   The 
beauty of Christmas, the birth of the Savior heralds 
good news; that we human beings, although born into 
time, are destined for eternity. 

ADVENT THEME 
You will notice that our theme for this season will be 
wwww.advent.com, something for the digital age.  
However, the όпύ ²Ωǎ stand for something.  Each W 
represents a keyword for each Sunday of Advent.  These 
symbols will appear on the banners that will be hanging in 
the church.   
 

üThe first W is for άWŀǘŎƘŦǳƭέ symbolized on the banner by 

a shepherd.  It was the shepherds who kept watch over 
their flocks and were the first to recognize the Birth of the 
Lord.  We too are asked to be watchful in our daily lives, 
ǿŀǘŎƘŦǳƭ ŦƻǊ ǘƘƻǎŜ ƳƻƳŜƴǘǎ ǿƘŜƴ DƻŘΩǎ ƎǊŀŎŜ ŀǇǇŜŀǊǎΦ   

üThe second W is for άWŀȅέ symbolized by the star of 

Bethlehem, the star that showed the way to Christ for the 
Wise Men.  It is a reminder to us that in the Advent Season 
we too would be wise to follow those things that lead us 
closer to Christ.   

üThe third ² ǎǘŀƴŘǎ ŦƻǊ άWƛǘƴŜǎǎέ symbolized by the king, 

one of the Wise Men.  This reminds us that following the 
Lord requires more than just acknowledging Him but 
following His way.   

üThe fourth W stands for άWŜƭŎƻƳŜέ and that is 

symbolized by the empty manger, a sign to us that it is in 
our open hearts where the Spirit of Christ finds a home.   
 

These four hanging banners are connected by green 
bunting.  It is an Advent Wreath.  The banners in violet and 
pink and the bunting in green remind us the mystery of 
Advent & Christmas encircles us.
